the lowest spot on 

earth.

×The scrolls were found in limestone 

cliffs, and in marl caves.  

×These caves are 

found in the 

Qumran plateau 

located at the 

Wadi Qumran.



They are:
×A collection of 931 documents
×Oldest copies of the Old Testament
×Jewish sectarian writings

×Composed in Hebrew, 

Aramaic, and Greek

×Produced between 

250 BC and AD 68

×Hidden in Judean desert 

caves before AD 68

×In the 1940ôs, 

shepherds of the 

Taôamirah Bedouin 

tribe were tending 

their goat herds in the 

Judean desert. 

×There, shepherds 

stumbled upon caves 

containing the Dead 

Sea Scrolls.
